Original Resources

The AGA is composed of five principal resources:

1. The Archives of the General Government of the Order.

2. The Archives of the Convent of Saint Augustine in Rome.

3. The Archives of the Congregation of Lombardia.

4. The Archives of the Convent of Santa Maria del Popolo in Rome.

5. Various personal archives: Fr. Saturnino López, Fr. Casamassa, Fr. Ypma.

1. The Archives of the General Government are well preserved and nearly complete. The index was prepared by Fr. Tommaso Bonasoli in 1780, and its structure, although perhaps questionable according to modern criteria of archival sciences, has been preserved until the present. These are comprised of twelve series whose mere numbering indicate the exceptional wealth found there:

1. News related to the various Provinces, Congregations and houses of the Order throughout its history: 65 volumes. These contain a wealth and variety of documentation still in the process of being catalogued.

2. The Registers of the Procurators General of the Order: 109 volumes. These contain the documentation from the relations of the Order with the Apostolic See, from the seventeenth century. 

3. Miscellaneous: Letters, treatises, books, news, opinions, various writings. These consiste of 110 volumes.

4. Regesta and memoires of the Priors General. There are 270 volumes. The oldest is the regestum of the Prior General Fr. Gregorio of Rimini, which corresponds to the years 1357 - 1360.

5. Acts of the Chapters of all the Provinces and Congregations of the Order. 65 volumes. This is documentation both important and frequently consulted, as it clearly indicates the state of the houses of the Order and the distribution of the friars.

6. Inventory of the celebration of Masses. 12 books.

7. Original papal bulls. This is a highly important and abundant resource, classified by Fr. Carlos Alonso, who has recently published the complete Bullarium. Also included in this section are the letters and pontifical documents from Innocent IV to Benedict XVI.

8. Economic reports from various monasteries or convents, principally in Italy: accounts, purchases, inventories. 42 volumes.

9. Catalogues of the students: registers, reports, dispositions. 20 volumes.

10. Books of entries and withdrawls from the Angelica Library, along with some catalogues. This is a small but interesting resource consisting of 10 books.

11. A peculiar series of 20 volumes with account books "Of our Religion" - that is, the registries of the General Treasurer. They correspond to the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries.

12. The Archives of the Roman Province. A small resource of 15 books, containing above all inventories and chapter acts.

The Archives of the Central Government constitute the most abundant and important resource found in the General Archives. Nonetheless, there are other resources, smaller in size, at times incomplete, but still very important. Some of these are:

2. A small portion of the Archives of the "mother house"- the convent of St. Augustine in Rome. The majority of these archives are found in the Archives of Rome. We have a small portion of the 23 series, highly dispersed and fragmented.

3. The Archives of the Congregation of Lombardia.

4. The Archives of the Convent of Santa Maria del Popolo, the former headquarters for the Procurator General of the Order. 
Three and four were transferred to the General Archives after the disappearance of the Congregation in 1912. 

5. Personal libraries or documentation, which because of their importance and singularity, constitute individual units in themselves. There are three of these, all from the twentieth century, waiting to be inventoried: Saturnino López (index cards listing the original papal bulls), Casamassa (personal documentation and academic materials of this great expert on St. Augustine); the the recent resources from Fr. Upma (notes taken by this Dutch Augustinian in French archives, regarding domentation of Augustinian houses suppressed during the French Revolution).

Other materials

In the Archives, there is also an excellent but little known coin collection, from the Roman period up until those coins minted by the pontifical mint in the eighteenth century. There is also a great collection of pontifical medals. All this material is in the process of being classified and catalogued. 

The photographic section is very interesting, containing photos of significant persons, convents, places and activities, from the nineteenth century up to today. 

The Archives also contain a small but very specialized library on the history of the Order, continuously being updated and enlarged, always available to research
